John Zappia presents slide show

John Zappia, Morris Rotary member
and local amateur photographer presented
a program at Tuesday’s regular meeting at
Chapin’s Restaurant. John started taking
pictures in about 1962 with his first camera,
a Kodak Starlite Brownie. They were the
family vacation pictures, all in black and
white. He graduated to a 35mm Pentax in
1972 while attending college at Purdue.
John wanted to prepare a slide program for
one of his college classes, so he borrowed
the camera from a neighbor. He has
continued to grow his hobby since.

After moving to Morris, John joined
the Morris Camera Club in 1978 and
became active almost immediately, first as
vice-president and then President within the
first three years. The same year, the
camera club assumed hosting of the
Grundy County Corn Festival Photo Show.
The previous year, John saw the show at
the Masonic Temple and there were only
about 30 photographs entered. The next
year, the photo show had over 100 prints.
The photo show has continued to grow,
with last year having 700 prints and 150
slides in the show that were submitted by
150 entrants.

For a few years in the late 70s, John
enjoyed doing wedding photography around
the Morris area. He eventually had to stop
doing weddings because his Saturdays
